2.5 miles navigating through cobblestone streets on your way to
Reichsburg Castle. To access the castle, there is a shuttle bus available to
take you to the lower entrance, from where there's an entrance ramp to
walk up. There are no elevators available.

In Amsterdam and Strasbourg, be prepared for climbing infout of a canal
boat, which requires agility.

*As there is no porterage service at Amsterdam airport, you are required to
handle your luggage from the terminal to the luggage truck on your
arrival day. The walking distance between the luggage truck and the
motorcoach is approximately one quarter of a mile. Departing Zurich
airport, you'll be responsible for handling your own luggage from the
motorcoach to the departures terminal.
